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Service Web site Lesson Plan

Concept / Topic:   
Students will use skills to research various topics on the Internet.  Students will create graphic elements for a web site.  Students will use a graphical user interface (GUI) and/or HTML to create a service Web site layout.  Students will explore and evaluate e-commerce practices.
Standards Addressed:

Elements: 

a. Define key terms in web site development including client-side, server-side, HTML, CSS, databases, and CGI.
b. Demonstrate knowledge of essential web site navigation issues.

d. Demonstrate an understanding of creating and using hyperlinks in web sites.
e. Create a flowchart/storyboard.
f. Describe one or more target groups.
g. Present web site.

Elements: 

a. Verify web site readability, usability, and browser compatibility..
c. Identify copyright issues related to the use of digital media.

a. Use horizontal rules, data tables, and lists in web pages.
b. Add images to web pages.

a. Identify key concepts in usability evaluation (creating a coherent, unified message, controlling user's focus, and visual consistency).

Elements: 

a. Evaluate image file formats for use in web development.
b. Create and edit images using image-editing software.
c. Create web pages that include audio and video.

Required Materials: 

Graphical User Interface program such as Adobe Dreamweaver

Internet Access to a search engine
Student Worksheet
Paper and colored pencils 

Step-By-Step Procedures: 

1. Students will evaluate listed websites, answer questions on the student worksheet, and use the websites as models and/or examples for their own service websites.
2. Students will preliminarily design layout, colors scheme, and navigation scheme for site in storyboard form.

3. Students will create a service website using beginning and advanced graphical elements, including assorted multimedia elements.

4. Students will present the service website to the class.

Plan for Independent Practice and Extension: 

Students should be encouraged to add extra flash and/or Photoshop gallery elements as an extension.

Assessment Based On Objectives: 
1. Teacher observation as students work through the elements of the lesson. 
2. Assign grade using rubric. 

 Adaptations (For Students with Learning Disabilities): 
Students have ability to complete activity from home or other remote location if they have access to software.  Elements may be modified in number and detail for adaptation of individual needs of students.
