Nested Control Statements
Scenario 1:

A program asks the user for one number.  If the number is too high, the program will respond by saying, “Number is too high”.  If the number is too low, the program will respond by saying, “Number is too low.”


Is a nested statement needed to complete this program?  Explain.

Scenario 2:


A program asks the user for name, GPA and Major.  If the user’s name appears on the list, then it will check GPA.  If GPA is over 3.0, then it will check the major.  If the student is a Computer Science Major, then the program will respond with all available scholarships for CS Majors.
            Is a nested statement needed to complete this program?  Explain.


Scenario 3:

A program asks the user for the Employee ID.  If the employee ID is above 100, then the user gets a raise of 5%.  If the ID is below 100, they get a raise of 3%.  If the employee ID is even, they need to pick up their paycheck on Friday.  If there ID is odd, they need to pick up their paycheck on Thursday.
            Is a nested statement needed to complete this program?  Explain.
