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This project is an integrated project that combines knowledge that you have learned in Communications for Business as well as your current and prior Social Studies classes.  Feel free to ask your Social Studies teacher for guidance as you complete this assignment.

OBJECTIVES:


1. The student will define and describe types of governments and governmental systems.

2. The student will describe the political process for a particular country and the impact that a country’s politics has on its people.

3. The student will evaluate and explain the economic role that the government plays on an economy.

4. The student will identify and explain various issues regarding education, religion, culture, and human rights as they relate to their chosen country.

5. The student will describe how government affects business.

6. The student will organize materials, notes and thoughts for use in written and verbal communication.

7. The student will demonstrate proper respect for diversity.

8. The student will enhance documents using electronic spell check, thesaurus, layout, design, and graphics as needed.

9. The student will be able to describe an understanding of and respect for the business customs and etiquette of various cultures.

DIRECTIONS:


Prepare a formal written report on the country of your choice. Use the following criteria:

1. Each section will be on a separate page.

2. Each section will be labeled with the appropriate heading.

3. Each section will be typewritten (unless otherwise noted).  There will be a 20-point automatic grade deduction for handwritten work.

4. Graphic images, artwork, appropriate font changes, color and other publishing enhancements will be used for overall professional appearance.

5. Proper grammar, spelling and sentence structure.

6. All work will be submitted in a professional, presentation binder.

· Include the following:  the name of your country, your name, class name, school name and date submitted.

SECTION 2
CONTENTS PAGE

· 2-inch top margin

· Include the following:  name of class, Cultural Diversity Report Project, Contents

· Listed in numbered list format and spaced evenly on page
SECTION 3
DEMOGRAPHICS

Include in paragraph form, the following information as well as other pertinent facts/information about the country that you feel are worthy of mentioning:

· Population size

· Growth rate

· Density

· Distribution of the population in terms of ethnic groups, religion, language, age gender, urban/rural, social classes, etc.

SECTION 4
CULTURAL PROFILE

In paragraph form, provide a clear description of the predominant values, attitudes, and behaviors of people in your country.  Evaluate and analyze this information and draw conclusions regarding how culture affects consumers, workers, businesspeople and government officials in the country.

SECTION 5
MANAGERIAL STYLES AND BUSINESS ETIQUETTE

In paragraph form, describe and evaluate managerial and organizational systems typical of the country.  Also, describe cultural aspects that affect the way business is conducted in the country, such as business etiquette, business customs, and managerial styles.

SECTION 6
VISUAL AID

Provide a visual aid that is specifically related to the business customs and etiquette of the culture.  Include a complete explanation of how your visual aid is relevant.

SECTION 7
CURRENT EVENTS

Provide three (3) current event articles (with reference/source cited) directly related to business and industry.  Summarize and include your personal opinion/feedback on each article.

SECTION 8
REFERENCES


You must include your references used for the report.  A minimum of five (5) references is required---three (3) of which should NOT be from the Internet.  No particular format is required, as long as the references are listed in a logical and consistent manner.
