Database Creation.  You will create a database for use by a real estate agent.  Remember all the things a buyer would want to know about a piece of property.  This may include, but is not limited to, acreage/lot size, number of bedrooms and bathrooms, price, year built, and square footage.  There are many other variables that need to be included, so think and plan carefully. Pictures are helpful when selling property. Use a wide range of prices and sizes because buyers have different wants and needs. A young, growing family may want a large house with a fenced-in yard and pool while an older couple may be looking for a smaller home in a quiet neighborhood. Remember, YOU are the agent selling the property.
