Making a Living
In this project you are going to research at least 5 different types of jobs you are interested in and develop a spreadsheet to help you compare the salaries of each one. Be sure to put a title on your spreadsheet that includes your name, such as Susie’s Salaries. Be creative and use nice fonts, colors, and appropriate clip art on your spreadsheet.

As you do your research you will find that some jobs list pay per hour while others use weekly, monthly, or even annual figures. (As always, remember to copy the web address where you find your information and paste it in a Word document to hand in as your sources.) At least one of your jobs should be paid at an hourly rate. At least one more must be paid at one of the other rates. Be sure you put the salary in the correct cell and then write formulas that will perform the correct calculations for the remaining rates. 
For our purposes, there are 40 hours in a week, 4 weeks in a month, and 52 weeks in a year. If the annual salary for a job is $24,000, you will need a formula to divide that number by 12 to get the monthly salary, divide monthly salary by 4 to get weekly salary, etc. Use the example below to guide you. 
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The image below shows the formulas used to get the figures in the spreadsheet above. 
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Now that you have your spreadsheet, you will need to make a chart which compares the salaries of these jobs. Because most bills are sent and paid monthly, you need to compare the monthly salaries to get a better picture. Embed the chart and use labels. Do not use a legend. 

**Bonus: Taxes from Federal Withholding, State Withholding, Social Security, and Medicare will eat up about 15% or your salary. Create a formula for Take Home Pay which shows how much you will bring home each month after 15% is taken out for taxes. Copy the formula down for each job. To earn the bonus points the formula must be correct and must be used for each job.
