CAREER COMPARISON PROJECT

Multimedia Presentations  & Communication Technology

In this project you will select two careers of interest to you.  You will gather research about each career and develop a presentation comparing the two career fields.  The choices should be relatively unrelated.  In other words, do not choose pediatrician and cardiologist.  You will use the following guidelines for your project.

1. Select and research 2 careers you are interested in.

2. List at least 3 reasons you are interested in each job.  (Different reasons for each job.)

3. List at least 2 characteristics of each job that you do not like.

4. Give details about the required education level for each career.

5. Choose two states.  Find the potential salaries for each job in each state.  You may want to select a particular city in that state, but it is not required.

6. Explain the projected job market in your chosen career fields.  How many positions are likely to be available by the time YOU are ready to begin work in that career?

Electronic Presentation.
1. Title slide with your name.

2. List of all sources used on last slide.

3. Don’t forget a summary slide.

4. Scan at least one picture and use it in your presentation.

5. Download at least 3 clip art images from the Internet. You may also download other graphic images.

6. You may use a template or create your own.

7. Keep text, bullets, and colors consistent throughout.

8. You will need at least 15 slides.  You do not want to crowd your text.  

General Guidelines.
Remember to refer to the handout I gave you called ‘PowerPoint Tips’ for the basic guidelines in developing a professional PowerPoint presentation.  Pay special attention to consistency in verb tense with your bullet points.  Use correct grammar, spelling, and punctuation.
