You will create a tri-fold brochure with 0.25” margins. (Remember spacing between columns is 2 times the margin.) You will work individually. Select a career that you would like to spend the next 30 years earning a living from. The career must require additional education past high school. Be sure to make this look very professional. All the normal expectations apply: spelling, grammar, font and text rules, graphics, etc. You have been on this job for 14 weeks. You should need little guidance on how to perform this job. Be sure you include your sources in italics after each section where you used them.
Front cover panel—should contain career name or title, appropriate clip art or other graphic, and your name and year of graduation

Back cover panel—should contain a list of websites where you obtained your information so that those who read the brochure can reference the websites if needed

Fold-in panel—beginning, median, and maximum salary you can expect to make in this career for the state of Georgia and for the United States; the job outlook for Georgia and for the United States; advancement opportunities

Left inside panel—an overview of what this career is 
Middle inside panel—required knowledge, skills, and abilities; additional education, training, and certifications required for this career; names and contact information for 2-3 institutions where you can acquire this additional training; how long it will take to complete the post-high school training
Right inside panel—physical demands for the job, such as bending, lifting, sitting, etc.; work setting; tools; travel requirements; general and specific work activities
If you have blank spots that need something additional, use graphics or find something else about this career that is interesting and relevant.
