HOLIDAY PARTY
So, you’re having everyone over for Thanksgiving this year. Boy, do you have your work cut out for you! Do you have everything you need? Invitations? Place cards? A menu? Recipes? A banner? Then you have to get busy, don’t you.

First, you need a guest list. Write down (or type) 20 names of relatives and friends that you will be inviting to dinner. Don’t forget to include yourself and others in your household. Then design an invitation using the quarter-fold greeting card blank publication. Next you need to decide on a menu. You will need at least 3 appetizers, 2 meats, 6 side items, 1 bread item, 2 desserts, and a selection of non-alcoholic beverages. Divide your menu into categories and use a blank publication, 8.5” x 11” with 1” margins. (Note: you may use more than the suggested number of menu items but not less.) For 3 of the items you will need to bring in recipes and type them on 3” x 5” cards using the blank postcard publication. Be very careful with your recipes; we can put them all together and make a cookbook towards the end of the semester. Now you need to design place cards for your guests. Make the cards 4.5” x 3.5”, keeping in mind that you will fold them in half making them 2.25” x 3.5”. Now that all those documents are done, you need a huge banner to welcome your guests to the Thanksgiving feast that you have prepared. The banner should be 5 feet long and 8.5” high.
When making all these publications, remember to use consistency. Have you ever given a birthday party where you purchased invitations, tablecloths, napkins, cups, and plates that all match? If not, I’m sure you’ve been to a party like that. Well, you must remember that all your items should coordinate as well. Choose your clip art carefully because you will use it on every publication. You will also use the same color scheme and same font style.
