Objectives: Demonstrate appropriate problem-solving and decision-making skills.

Demonstrate the ability to complete a project working with a group.

Demonstrate effective oral communication skills.

Apply technology to common business applications using presentation software.

Materials Needed: Computer, internet access, presentation software, projection device.

Resources Needed:

Student Handouts Needed: Instruction sheet, list of possible internet sites (optional), presentation gradesheet

Interdisciplinary Involvement:

Step by Step Details for Project Implementation:

Divide students into small groups (no more than 3 or 4 per group is recommended).

Give instruction sheet, possible internet sites list, and presentation grade sheet to students.

Go over handouts and answer any questions.

Students will research potential vacation sites via the internet. The list of potential sites will get them started.

Students will create presentation.

Students will present project orally to class.

(Optional) Class votes on best site for trip. The winning group could receive a "bonus."

Assessment: Presentation grade sheet.

 

Spring Break Trip Presentation

 

Wouldn’t it be fun if we took a trip together during spring break? We’ll have to find a nice but inexpensive place to go. We’ll have to find a place that has "a little something for everyone," and where the weather will be good during the first full week of April. Our location must also be easily accessible by whatever means of travel will be most convenient.

 

In small groups, you will research a potential location on the internet. I am providing you with a list of useful URLs to get you started. You must locate information on the cost of the trip, weather, local attractions, hotels/motels, and restaurants in the area. You may provide any additional information you choose.

 

After selecting your site, use PowerPoint to prepare a "visual aid" that you will use in your oral presentation to the rest of the class. Remember that you are trying to persuade others to vote for your site!

 

Things to remember when preparing a PowerPoint presentation:

 

PowerPoint is a tool to assist you in your goal—to convince others by means of a persuading oral presentation that you have found the BEST site for our trip.

All of your information should NOT be contained in PowerPoint—save some information for the oral presentation.

Be consistent in your slide mechanics

The 5 x 5 rule—no more than 5 lines per slide and 5 words per line.

Graphics should be used only if they are appropriate and add to the message of the slide.
