 Objectives:
After completing this project, the student will: 
1.
Demonstrate the ability to create a survey project given only a brief description of the project. 
2.
Demonstrate the ability to create, enter, edit, finish, and print a document using word processing software. 
3.
Demonstrate the ability to use database software. 
4.
Demonstrate the ability to use spreadsheet software. 
5.
Demonstrate the ability to create and print graphs using the appropriate software. 
6.
Demonstrate the ability to create and print a newspaper showing results. 
7.
Demonstrate the ability to use a graphics software program. 
8.
Demonstrate the ability to use presentations software.
 Materials Needed:
Word Processing, Database, Spreadsheet, Chart, Graphics, and Presentations software, Printer, Notebook for finished project 
Resources Needed:
Students may obtain help from textbooks, magazines, notes, etc.
 Student Handouts:
Evaluation criteria and checklist (attached). 
Interdisciplinary Involvement:

Step-by-Step Instructions: 
1.
Explain to students that they are to use their computer skills to create a survey project centered on one of the following subjects:

In completing the survey project, each student must 

a.
Survey at least 50 people. 


b.
Ask three (3) major questions (do not ask sex or age). 
c.                   Obtain help from textbooks, businesses, magazines, notes, Internet, etc. 
d.                  Have project approved by teacher before beginning.  This means that you must decide how you are going to use the subject chosen and what questions you will ask. 
e.                   Give as many possible choices as possible under each major question for the person taking the survey to choose.  Do NOT allow the person to write in a choice.  Indicate on the survey form that Only one choice per question may be chosen.  Include an “Other” as one of the choices for each question; there is always someone who does not prefer any of those listed.
EVALUATION:
This project will be evaluated using the following items: 
 1.
A corresponding title page using appropriate graphics (can use color printer on this).   (10) points) 
 2.
A table of contents page (this will have to be done last--use leaders).  (20 points) 
 3.
A brief introduction about your project and what you hope to learn from it.  Use the unbound report setup.  (10 points) 
 4.
Survey form created on the word processor.  (10 points) 
 5.
You must have a divider page (with or without graphics) to divide the database, spreadsheet, and graph printouts that go with each major question.  You may also have divider pages in other places as appropriate. (20) 
 6.
A titled, database report showing all fields of your database.  Your database should include items from your survey and the categories representing each major question in your survey.  (30 points) 
 7.
Database reports that directly show results of your survey.  Each of these three reports will show only the field that deals with a major question.  These reports will be calculated to show a subtotal and total where you grouped by each MAJOR question in your survey.  (Example:  If your survey was on pizza and the three questions asked were on favorite crust, favorite topping, and favorite pizza place, you would have a report that grouped and subtotaled the favorite crusts chosen, a different report for favorite toppings chosen, and one for favorite pizza placed chosen.)  (10 points each--30) 
 8.
A spreadsheet showing the mathematical results of your survey.  This is where you have the subtotal from each category (derived from the database report) and find the percentage chosen.  You should have a spreadsheet for each grouped database report in Item 7 above.  (10 points each—30) 
 9.
Create a pie chart using the percentages from the major aspect of your survey (5 points each) and a bar graph using the totals from the same aspect (5 points each).   
10.
Using the percentages from your spreadsheets, give the results obtained from your survey in the form of a newspaper.  Use the word processor and at least 2 columns.  Type this from a reporter's (you) point of view.  Do not use "I."  Cover all aspects of the survey.  (25 points) 
11.
If the project is free from misspelled words, faulty punctuation, etc., then you can receive up to 20 points; 15 points for no more than 3 errors; 10 points for no more than 2 errors; 5 points for no more than 1 error.  No points will be received for four or more errors. 
12.
Using presentation software, give an oral presentation about your project.  (40 points) 
13.
You can receive UP TO 25 points for originality of design, uniqueness, and extra work (this is where you can receive extra points of surveying extra people, asking more than 3 major questions, etc.).  If you ask more than 3 major questions, you must also complete the database report, spreadsheet, and graphs to accompany the extra questions. 
The following grading scale will be used:
 100+ = over 290 points;

100 = at least 280 points;
 95  = at least 270 points;

90 = at least 255 points;
 85  = at least 245 points;    

 80 = at least 230 points;
 75  = at least 215 points;   

 70 = at least 205 points;
 65  = at least 190 points;    

 60 = at least 180 points;
 55  = at least 170 points;   

 50 = at least 155 points.
 
Less than 100 points results in a grade of "0."
