 

 

BUSINESS PROJECT IDEAS

 

1. Students will divide into groups of three and decide on a business they would like

to open. They have to design letterhead paper, a business card, and a grand opening flier for their business. (CBE)

 

Students will do a record keeping project for "The Pizza Stop", a full-service restaurant, owned by a brother and sister. The project is concerned with the sales reports. Food sales are recorded on cash register tapes. These tapes are used to prepare daily sales reports, which in turn are used to prepare weekly and monthly sales reports.

Students are divided into groups. The work in the project is divided between the groups as evenly as possible. Each person in a group does part of the work. When everyone in one group is finished with their part of the work, the project is sent to the next group. This process continues until the project is completed. Each person’s part of the project depends on the accuracy of the previous work that has been completed.

The project will cover how to: (1) prepare a bank deposit ticket, (2) prepare a daily sales report , (3) prepare a daily cash payout report, (4) prepare a weekly sales report, (5) prepare a cash payment journal and (6) prepare a statement of income. (CBE)

 

Students will use the internet to research a career they find interesting. They must find information to use as backup data for 12 slides they will create and print from power point. Pertinent information from the backup data should be underlined and numbered to match the appropriate slides. The slides will be printed 6 slides per page. The backup data will be attached to the back of the printed slides.

Each slide should contain whatever criteria you ask of the students. For example, the title slide could be "My Career Choice" and the date. The second slide could be the "Job Title and Description". The third slide might be "Education and Training Required". Almost all the slides should have backup data from the internet. Students should also be required to have appropriate clipart on some of the slides.

Students will turn in the slides and backup data for one grade. They will, also, use the large screen monitor and do a power point presentation to the class about their career project for another grade. (CBE)

 

Students will create a layout of their business classroom. The layout should be accurate and look professional. (Computer App.)

 

5. You are going to have a garage sale. Create a flier to post at various business bulletin boards and to give to neighbors. The flier should include where, when, and time of the garage sale. Be creative.
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For the second part of the project, create titles for various categories of items for sale. One example might be tools. List the individual items you are selling under the correct category, including the prices for the items.

 

Create a newspaper advertisement for your garage sale as a third part of your project. Be sure to include all the information a person would need to know that wants to attend your garage sale. (Word Proc.)

 

Do some research on the internet about opening and operating a restaurant. Print and

attach this information to the back of your project.

You are getting ready to open your restaurant. Create a grand opening flier to be included as a circular in your local newspaper. The flier should include the name of your restaurant, when, where, and time of grand opening. Be creative.

Design a business card for your restaurant as the second part of the project. This card should coordinate with whatever decoration you will use on the menu. Be sure the card includes the restaurant’s name, address, telephone number, and owner’s name and title.

For the third part of the project, create a menu for your restaurant. Your menu should include the following: salads, soups, appetizers, entrees, side dishes, drinks and desserts. There will be some variations in menus, depending on your type of restaurant. Be sure your prices are realistic. (Word Proc.)

 

Divide into teams and create a tri-fold pamphlet about the courses offered in the business department at your high school. This brochure must be accurate and look professional. (Desktop Pub.)

 

8. Divide into groups, four students per group. Each group is to create part of the newspaper, one page front and back, using information about events taking place at school, in the local news, national news, etc. The information from each student must be combined in such a way to make your newspaper look professional as possible. (Desktop Pub.)
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
