LEGAL ENVIRONMENT OF BUSINESS SYLLABUS

Mission Statement
The mission of the Business Department is to work cooperatively with the business community to prepare students to live and work as productive citizens in a changing society by providing essential business experiences, education, and training.
Philosophy

The purpose of the Business Education Department at Coffee High School is to prepare students for employment, post-secondary education, and also teach students basic skills that are marketable and essential to life.  The curriculum strives to reflect the emerging technologies.  The Business Department realizes the importance of change in the business world and the impact changes have upon business careers now and in the future.  Every attempt is made to prepare students for these changes; we attempt to develop in them a basic understanding of business in order to eliminate economic illiteracy and to teach them to function effectively in the real-world. 
Course Description
Legal Environment of Business is an 18-week course designed to acquaint the student with some of the legal problems and rights encountered in business transactions.  This course will include law and judicial system, laws relating to minors, consumers, and the business firm; elements of contracts; credit, sales contracts; employment laws, commercial paper; insurance, and property rights.
Prerequisite:  Business Essentials
Materials Used

The textbook, Law for Business and Personal Use, will be used.  The textbook will stay in the classroom.  

Legal Environment of Business Syllabus
Materials Needed

Students will need to provide a three-ring notebook in which to keep review questions and answers, projects, lesson activities and teacher generated handouts.

Pen or pencil (you will need one every day)

Requirements:
Homework:  Homework will be assigned and collected occasionally as directed by the teacher.  Assignments will include review questions, discussion questions, and case studies related to each area covered.  Case studies completed in groups during class time will also be computed as homework grades.  Each student will make daily journal entries and turn in weekly for a grade.

Quizzes:  Quizzes will be given occasionally at the discretion of the teacher.

Tests:  Tests will be given periodically.  A cumulative test will be given at the end of the lesson.  Test will consist of objective, multiple choice, essay, and case study questions.

Scrapbook Legal Trends Project:  Each student will individually complete a “scrapbook” trends paper which relates to or has implications for legal issues in business.  This scrapbook consists of newspaper clippings, magazine articles, and/or information from the Internet that occurs during the time period of this course.  Each article must be highlighted or other wise summarized in the scrapbook.  A scrapbook paper must be prepared to accompany the scrapbook which describes trend, conclusions, and/or implications for business which are reflected by the scrapbook material.  Even thought scrapbooks are judged on the content and writing of the paper, they are expected to be neat and orderly and worthy of a high school student. You must have at least 10 articles, at least 3 of the articles must come from newspaper clippings (which you cut out of a newspaper), one from a magazine article and the rest can come off the Internet.  This is a work on your own project, not during class time.
Mock Trial(s):  One or Two mock trials will be conducted during this course.  All students will be graded on preparation, participation, and the completion of a short paper summarizing the trial proceedings.
Cheating:  Cheating on any work in this class will result in a “0” for that work and notification of your parents that night.  DO YOUR OWN WORK!!
