Activity (after PowerPoint)


Students will work in collaborative pairs to complete several task.  The team that makes the biggest profit wins.


Each day, team members will face the possibility of being fired.


Students fired will leave their teams and will work on a 5 page report documenting why they were fired, lessons learned and a justification of their activities/actions.  The report will count as a two quiz grade


Monday- Get the overview, get assignments and team captains, begin brain storming (No firings)


Tuesday- Each team will strategize, figure out who, what, when, where,


Have students work on Flash projects with the Teacher.


Have students work in teams of two to complete the Blinking Light Bulb project.


Have students complete remaining projects either in teams or individually.
