	Warning!  You’re Not Too Young

Objective 

Students will identify rights and responsibilities of contract negotiations
 
Description
A small group of students write and record a song, rap, or poem called, “Warning! You’re Not Too Young”, warning other minors about contracts that cannot be disaffirmed because of their age.
 
Suggested Time
50 minutes:  In-class time to create and record a song, rap, or poem.  Assign homework as needed
50 minutes:  Class presentations and discussion
 
Materials 

Video Camcorder
 
Procedure
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Internet based: Have students search for images at Google/Images or at other websites.
 

Procedure Directions
 
1. Allow students access to computers with an internet connection.
 
2. Assign the project as either a group or individual project and allow students time in class and/or at home to work on the project.  Students can use their varying levels of knowledge to create a simple or more-advanced song, rap or poem.
 
4. Have students turn in a video copy of their project and merge them into one presentation to show in class. 
 
5. Discuss the video in class and whether or not these songs, raps, or poems truly dictated a warning to minor about contracts.
