	Teaching Strategies

Model:  A series of drawings/pictures of spotted owl, an airport runway, and an apartment complex.  Ask students what these pictures have in common. Demonstration of fresh water from the land creating brackish water in the bay.
Guided Practice:   Explain that each picture represents something that has been the subject of environmental legal debates in Washington state.  Then begin the lesson on introduction to environmental law.  Ask a series of questions to generate discussion and determine how much they already know.
