WRONG.

The copyright for a shareware license requires that payment be made if the software is used longer than the trial period.
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No, it’s not legal.

Using the software is not the same as owning the software. The user may load it and use it according to the license agreement. The owner retains control of the terms of the license.
	Slide 10

Yes, it’s ethical.

WRONG.

Only Public Domain and Freeware licenses are no charge, ever. Software with a shareware license requires payment for permanent use.
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No, it’s not ethical.

An ethical shareware-user would abide by the “honor system” and pay for the extended use of the software.
