Ethics Case Study

Create and design a PowerPoint presentation 
In this assignment, you will create a PowerPoint presentation about an ethical dilemma that is related to computer use. Use one of the storyboards (printed on colored paper) as your guide. You may change names, phrases, and other elements if you want to present the information in a more personalized way.

Required:


· Use a variety of slide layouts.

· Some slide layouts are described on the storyboard 

· Please show a hanging indent on the reference slide

· Use layouts of your choice for the other slides 


· Apply a design layout or color scheme that is suitable.

· Consider the theme of the presentation

· Consider the viewing audience

· Consider the room in which it will be displayed

· Keep text concise.

· Follow the rule of 6x6

· Insert at least three graphics that match the slide messages.

· Include slide transitions.

· Set auto-advance for slide transitions

· Insert hyperlinks and action buttons.

· Apply animation to appropriate slides (those with more than one item).

· Show good design.

· Font size: Choose sizes that allow for readability across the room

· Contrast: Different colors and fonts should be very different 

· Repetition: Color schemes, fonts and theme should be carried out throughout the presentation. Beware of too much variety

· Alignment:  Each part of your slide should have a visual connection to something else on the slide

· Proximity: Related items should be grouped together

Optional (for an enhanced presentation and extra points)

· Custom animation

· Change in color scheme

· Drawing objects

· WordArt

· Master slide

· Media clips

· Sound

· Other special features

Required:


· Proofread and run spell check. Make changes as needed.

· Rehearse the timings to record an adequate number of seconds for each slide.

· View the slide show several times and make design, timing, animation, and other adjustments.

· Set up the slide show to loop continuously

· Play the slide show so that it can be viewed and evaluated by your classmates and Mrs. Fountain.
