Warm-Up (5 minutes):  Instructor should  pose an open-ended statement verbally or on the board : 


An owner of a business is… 

The students should be given a minute or two to brainstorm over the statement and create a list of all the things they feel would complete the statement. The answers should then be placed on the board and a master list developed. The students should write down the master list. 

Upon completion the instructor should reflect on the word Entrepreneurship and provide a definition for students

Entrepreneurship: a person who organizes and manages any enterprise, esp. a business, usually with considerable initiative and risk

Activity (30 minutes) Mind Mapping

Introduction to Entrepreneurship:

Create several mind maps for students to work off on. You should put students into groups of 4-5 and give each group about 5 minutes to work on each map. When all groups have reached all maps the original groups should be in front of their original map. 

Suggestions of topics for mind maps should include: (topics should go in the center circle and students will build from there) 

· Names of Successful entrepreneurs Roles of an entrepreneur

· What makes an entrepreneur successful (traits)

· Entrepreneur vs Manager

· Employee vs. Employer

· New business ideas (company name and or products)

· Challenges of becoming a successful entrepreneur 

**mind maps should be done on poster paper or poster board**

**each group should have a different color to write in** (this helps verify each group added something)

Evaluation (10 minutes): Original groups should review what their peers have added and then share the maps with the class (2 minutes per group to share) 

**students will earn a participation/daily grade for efforts today**

After the mind maps are complete and discussed teachers should post them in their room to help generate thoughts for tomorrow activities. 

Closing (2 minutes): Review

Warm-Up (5 minutes) The teacher should instruct the students to go to the following web site:
What is an Entrepreneur? (http://www.wisegeek.com/what-is-an-entrepreneur.htm) 

Students should read the short article and upon completion be able to answer the following questions: 

1. What is the definition of an entrepreneur? Possible definition may be one who creates a product of his or her own
2. What is a lifestyle entrepreneur? One who is his or her own boss; one who makes a good living; one who is not on the cutting edge
3. What is an intrapreneur? One who nurtures an idea inside a corporation The intrapreneur assumes no risk, since he or she is not the owner of the business
Activity (30 minutes) 

After completing the sponge ask students if they know who Dave Thomas is? (he is the founder of Wendy’s) Ask if they think Dave Thomas was a successful entrepreneur and why.

After a brief discussion students should access the following website Meet Dave (www.wendys.com/dave/flash.html). http://www.wendys.com/dave/flash.html  
When they reach the page they should click on “humble beginnings”. The students should then follow the timeline by clicking on the pictures and reading the short passages. Once students finish “humble beginnings” they should move forward in the timeline with:  “passion for business” “quality is our recipe” “folk hero” and “giving back”. Once completed students should answer the following questions:
1. What influenced Dave Thomas to enter the restaurant business? Answers should include his enjoyment of the work-- the hands-on experience
2. When was Dave Thomas an Intrapreneur? He was an intrapreneur when he was at Kentucky Fried Chicken
3. Why was it risky for Dave Thomas to open "another hamburger restaurant"? His friends told him the world did not need one 

4. How was Wendy's going to make itself different from the other hamburger stores? Wend'y would serve family style, made to order food, and family style furniture and lights
5. What two things made Dave Thomas an entrepreneur? He owned his own business, and used the franchise method 

6. Many entrepreneurs make charitable contributions and perform service activities for their communities. Has Dave Thomas done this? How? Yes, He has made contributions to several charitable organizations including the St. Jude Children's Hospital, the Ohio State Cancer Research Institute and Adoption Works….For Everyone.
7. Did Dave Thomas fit your definition of an Entrepreneur? Why or Why not? Answers will vary but should be well explained and defended
8. Did you see Dave Thomas as an Entrepreneur before this exercise? Explain why you did or why you did not. Answers will vary, but should be well thought out and explained full

Closing (3 minutes): Review the difference between and intrapreneur and an entrepreneur.  Ask students what characteristics of a successful entrepreneur they feel are most important and why.

Warm-Up ( 5 minutes): The instructor should pose the following question: 

Identify one successful entrepreneur you would like to know more about. Why would you like to know more about them? Students should share with the class
Activity: Students will write a one-two page report on their selected entrepreneur. Today they will identify their entrepreneur and conduct the research. Tomorrow they will write the essay. The instructor should inform students that they will need to compose a 1-2 page essay on their selected entrepreneur so they can ensure they have obtained enough valuable information. 
Step 1: 15 minutes: Using the entrepreneur you selected in the warm-up create 10 interview questions (on a separate sheet of paper) that you would want to ask if your selected person if given the chance. Your questions should be well thought and should help you gain insight on how they got to where they are now. Examples of questions you might ask are: previous work history, education, their struggles, as well as what made them decide to do what they were doing. What sacrifices did they make to where they are now? If they could do it again, what, if anything would they change? 

***do not share all suggestions with students***

Step 2: Research (30 minutes) Students will research their selected entrepreneur and form an outline on a separate sheet of paper or in Microsoft Word. Students should include biographical information as well as interesting facts and important information about the selected person. 
Closing: (3 minutes) The instructor should ask students to identify one interesting characteristic they learned about the entrepreneur they chose to research. The instructor should also remind students that tomorrow they will be composing an essay on their entrepreneur and remind them to bring their outline with them to class tomorrow.

Warm-up: (5 minutes) Students should take out their outline they created yesterday. They should also brainstorm creative titles for their essay. For example if they chose the founder of burger king they might title their paper “James McLamore had it his way”
Activity: 45 minutes

Students should compose an essay about their entrepreneur. The essay should address information about: when they were born, education, family, sacrifices, successes and failures, other interesting and/or important information. The completed essay should be 1-2 double spaced typed pages. Students should use their outline created in yesterdays lesson to compose the essay. The essay should be written in their own words, with no citations outside of direct quotes from the entrepreneur. Students should reference the rubric to make sure they have typed a well written essay. Students should check for spelling and grammar mistakes.  Once complete students should print their essay, staple the rubric, and turn it in. 

Closing (5minutes) Conclude the unit on entrepreneurship by having students state one characteristic they feel they have that would help make them a successful entrepreneur. Encourage students to think about characteristics discussed throughout the unit and encourage students not to repeat characteristics already mentioned.
