  Introduction
Course:  Banking and Investing
Unit Development Template Annotation 

(Briefly describe the topics, methods, technology integration, etc.)
In this unit students will research several aspects of the history of the United States in order to discover how banking evolved over the past two centuries. Students will begin by researching a banking act that has been legislated over the course of history of the United States in order to discover how banking has evolved over the past two centuries. What important events occurred in order to make it necessary for law makers to put this act into place?  They will be responsible for creating the information for their act in a PowerPoint presentation and will deliver their results in an oral presentation.  

This activity will be a great lead for the next section which will be to research important events that have occurred during a particular year or time period and what laws or acts were put into place to rectify the issues? They will be responsible for creating the information for their year to be placed on the wall timeline in the classroom.  Each student is responsible for also researching the history of banking using the Federal Reserve System website.  They are to write a brief description of each year and create a timeline using TimeLiner.

Notes to the Teacher (optional)
A branch manager or banking officer is an excellent guest speaker for this unit.  They are typically required to volunteer so many hours in their community and are always so helpful and glad to do anything they can.  This is an excellent opportunity for them to advertise.
Timeline should be placed on the largest wall in the classroom.  Using red electrical tape, create a timeline.  Use cardstock to make years and place these along the timeline.  Attached is the years that may be used but you may add any additional years.  

One class may be responsible for the years and another class will have an enrichment activity of researching the economic status of that time.  This information will be used to create a line graph above the timeline to show the business cycle above the timeline.

2. The student is responsible for finding out what happened during that year in history and in banking.  They should make the connection as to how the event affected banking and investing in the United States.
3. Using PowerPoint, they may document what happened in during that year or era in history.  Create one slide for the timeline.  Students will tape their year on the wall in the appropriate position.

4. After the student has created the year in which they were responsible, they are to use the Federal Reserve System website to create a complete Timeline of all posted years using Timeliner by Tom Snyder. The following grading instrument will be used to grade the timeline of each individual student.

5. The students have discovered and created a timeline that depicts the history of banking and investing in the United States and what role the Federal Reserve Systems plays.  The last activity to do that will wrap all this up is for the students to decide when the U.S. was in an expansion or peak in the business cycle.  It is incredibly revealing to see what events occurred in the history and how it affected the economy.  It is also interesting to see that the economy truly does cycle through the business cycle about every ten years.  This is a whole class discussion while the students are finding the information using the Internet as a resource.  
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
