They must “sell” their country to visitors convincing buyers to invest in their world market.

International Trade Summit

Each student will pick a country from the cards.  Students will be given a country through the drawing but may trade once they get a card based on special interest.  They will be responsible for taking on the roll of the leader of the selected country to meet at the International Trade Summit.  The International Trade Summit will host a gathering of all countries involved in order for them to sell their country’s foreign markets.  In order the sell their country and what they offer to the world through exports, the students will be responsible for researching the following items: capital city, population, spoken language, currency, Gross Domestic Product(GDP), and GDP per capita, industries, agriculture, exports, and natural resources.  The students will answer the following questions in their research:

1. What is the currency of this country? How might the exchange rate affect companies in the U. S.?
2. Describe how economic conditions, balance of payment situations, and political issues affect currency values.
3. List sources of capital for international, multinational, and global companies from the selected country.
4. What potential problems might occur when dealing with this country?  What cultural barriers might exist?

5. Pick an item to buy and tell the cost in U.S. dollars.

6. What are International Monetary Fund and World Bank?

7. Would you invest in the international stock of this country?  Why or why not?
8. Identify different types of international banking organizations.
9. Explain growth, regulations, and the impact of international banking on global business.

10. Where is the country located in the world? (World Map)

11. What does the flag of this country look like? 

The students will gather all of the above data and present it on a tri-board using the assessment instrument as a checklist.  Students will be required to orally present their findings and answer of all of the questions above.  When orally presenting, students will be required to wear some attire of the president/leader of that country.  Students will also be required to be present at the International Family Night for Rutland School of International Studies.

International Trade Summit Assessment
Assignment: The students will gather all of the below data and present it on a poster board.  Students will be required to orally present their findings and answer all of the questions below.  When orally presenting, students will receive bonus points for wearing attire or a piece of clothing that is the president/leader of that country might wear.
