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  Sequence of Instruction and Learning
Sequence of Instruction and Learning:  List the sequence of instruction and learning for this Unit Development Template.
Supplies Needed: Poster Board for each group of three or four students, colored markers and a sleeve of the small 100 Grand Candy Bars.
Circle Diagram – Circle diagrams are graphic organizers that are used to show a brainstorming of a chosen topic. 
1. In order to do this activity, you must first allow the students to form natural groups of three or four.  Each group will be given one sheet of poster board in landscape orientation draw the following diagram.




2. On one side of the board, the group will engage in the Circle Diagram activity and on the other side they will do the Plus/Delta Activity.  It is important that you explain this to them before the activity begins so that they use only one side.  
3. After the students have had approximately 15 minutes to write down all the things they learned this semester they will have a spokesperson who will read the items they have written in the outer circle.  

4. As the first group reads their items, all other groups are to check off or put a black dot beside the same item on their list.
5. The next group will only read the items that they have that the first group did not and so forth.

6. The group with the most items wins a candy bar for each participant.  You will not need to count.  It will be obvious to the class who has the most items written on their board.
7. Teachers, this is a great accolade to you for all the things you have taught them! Be proud.

Other side of the poster board will be used to do a Plus/Delta activity.

1. The poster board is to be divided as shown in the below diagram in portrait orientation.

2. Plus/Delta Activity is the next activity for the groups.
3. Each group will record all the things they enjoyed about the class that they would like to see kept in the class.  Things that they felt were valuable and were great learning experiences.  In other words, “Keep It” in the class for next semester or year.

4. On the right side of the poster the groups will record all the things they would like to see changed (Delta is the symbol for Change).  They do not necessarily have to agree.  All things can be recorded and they can put their names beside the items to identify they may have been the only one in the group with that particular opinion. 
5. Each group will take turns explaining what they would like to keep and what they would like to change.  This is an excellent feedback for teachers.  Teachers should be ready to ask questions of the students as to what it was that they felt needed to be changed about a particular activity.  “We just didn’t want to do it” isn’t really an acceptable answer.  

6. Teachers, learned from the feedback of your students to change and make the class stronger for the next group.[image: image6.jpg]
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
